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AVALANCHE CONTROL BOUNDARIES

Kirkwood is a unigue mountain with over 2 miles of ridge line where cornice forms. After snowfall or windy conditions an avalanche
hazard may develap. Please be aware that avalanche hazards not only exist in avalanche starting zones but also on most of the
intermediate and beginner trails below where on high hazard days long running avalanches may cross the lower trails. Access to
terrain outside of the ski area boundary,is not always allowed. Please refer to the large yellow signs at ski area boundary access points
andat the bottom of chair lifts to determine the status of ski area boundary access. Several sections within the ski area may be closed,
often to reopen when the hazard is minimized by avalanche control procedures.
